Comments will be accepted until March 10, 2003.  A copy of the application is available for review from 9:00 AM - 5:00 PM, every Wednesday at DEP's Drinking Water Program, Western Region Office, 436 Dwight Street, Springfield, MA (413) 784-1100.

Precision Lithograining Corporation in South Hadley has applied for a Water Management Act permit for industrial water supply withdrawal from the Connecticut River watershed.  Precision Lithograining Corporation plans to increase its withdrawal above the 0.1 million gallons per day Water Management Act permitting threshold.  The applicant requests withdrawals of 0.2 million gallons per day.  The new withdrawal does not require new construction of a groundwater source.  Precision Lithograining Corporation maintains three separate groundwater wells as sources of supply.  The permit application indicates that the maximum withdrawals from each source will be limited to below 0.1 million gallons per day.  The WMA permit, if approved, would be valid through May 31, 2013.
