PUBLIC MEETING RESCHEDULED
The Massachusetts Department of Environmental Protection (MADEP) announced in the Environmental Monitor dated January 24, 2004 that the Draft Total Maximum Daily Load (TMDL) Report for bacteria in the Palmer River (Report number MA 01-06/MWI) was available for public comment. The Palmer River drains portions of the Massachusetts towns of Rehoboth and Swansea before entering the Narragansett Bay in Rhode Island.

It has come to our attention that the public meeting previously scheduled for February 12, 2004 will conflict with a Rehoboth Special Town Meeting. Therefore, the Massachusetts Department of Environmental Protection has rescheduled the public information meeting for Thursday, March 4, 2004 from 7:30pm – 9:30pm at the Carpenter Museum, 4 Locust Avenue, Rehoboth, MA, to discuss and respond to any public comments on the report.  The Rhode Island Department of Environmental Management will also present an update of the bacteria TMDL conducted on the lower Palmer River in Rhode Island that was approved by EPA in March 2002.
