The Department of Environmental Protection will accept written comments on the Water Management permit application filed for permitting in the Merrimack Basin under the Water Management Act (MGL 21G).  Comments will be accepted until April 1, 2005. Newburyport Water Works, Newburyport, Massachusetts, on behalf of the City of Newburyport has applied for a Water Management Act Permit to withdraw up to 800,000 gallons of water per day (365 day seasonal average) from its existing water sources in the Merrimack River Basin in Newburyport and West Newbury, Massachusetts.  These sources provide water for the purpose of a municipal water supply for the City of Newburyport.  These sources consist of the Indian Hill Reservoir, the Artichoke Reservoir, Ferry Road Wells #1 & #2, and Bartlett Spring Pond.  The City of Newburyport requests this approval in addition to their current authorized withdrawal volume of 2.47 million gallons per day (MGD) for a total withdrawal amount of 3.27 MGD or 1102.3 million gallons per year through the year 2014.

The Massachusetts Natural Heritage Atlas 11th Edition (2003), indicates that a Priority Habitat of Rare Species (PH 2 & PH 11) and an Estimated Habitat of Rare Wildlife (WH 2 and WH 4002) both exist in the vicinity of the wells, reservoirs and/or ponds.
