The Department of Environmental Protection will accept written comments on the Water Management permit application filed for permitting in the Boston Harbor - Mystic River Basin under the Water Management Act (MGL 21G). Kraft Foods, Woburn, Massachusetts, has applied for a Water Management Act Permit to withdraw up to 490,000 gallons of water per day (365 day seasonal average) from its existing water sources in the Mystic River Basin in Woburn and Winchester, Massachusetts.  These sources provide water for use as non-potable process water.  These sources consist of Wells #1, #2, #6 & #8 in Winchester, and Well #7 in Woburn.  Kraft Foods requests this approval in addition to their current authorized withdrawal volume of 1.00 million gallons per day (MGD) for a total withdrawal amount of 1.49 MGD or 543.85 million gallons per year through the year 2014.
