                  A Phase II Comprehensive Site Investigation Report and a Phase III Remedial Action Plan

have been prepared for the Coastal Oil New England Site located at 900 East First Street in South Boston, Massachusetts.   The site is classified as a Tier 1B site and received a Tier 1B Permit Extension on November 13, 2002 with a permit expiration date of December 4, 2004.  

Phase II and Phase III reports were previously submitted in 1996.  The current submittals were prepared in compliance with conditions of the Permit Extension.  

The Phase II investigation completed the assessment of contaminant extent on the former oil terminal property following demolition of the above ground storage tanks and also the extent of contaminant migration south of the terminal property.  A Risk Characterization was also performed.  

The Phase III Remedial Action Plan evaluated the use of chemical oxidation and bioremediation as additional remedial technologies which may be applied to site remediation.
