The Department of Environmental Protection will accept written comments on the Water Management permit application filed for permitting in the Charles River Basin under the Water Management Act (MGL 21G). Town of Lincoln, Lincoln Water Commission, Lincoln, Massachusetts, has applied for a Water Management Act Permit to increase their 350,000 registered withdrawal by up to 300,000 gallons of water per day from one groundwater well, the Tower Road well, and a surface water reservoir, Flint Pond, each in the Charles River Basin, Lincoln, Massachusetts.  The increase in withdrawal will provide water for public water supply purposes to the customers of the Lincoln Water Department.  Lincoln requests approval to withdraw a total permitted amount of up to 1.09 million gallons per year through the year 2009.

The Massachusetts Natural Heritage Atlas, 11th edition, lists Priority Habitats of Rare Species and Estimated Habitats of Rare Wildlife and Certified Vernal Pools in the vicinity of the Zone II of the groundwater withdrawal location.
