Emerald Pines Golf Club, R&D Development Realty, LLC, Methuen, Massachusetts, has applied for a Water Management Act Permit to withdraw up to 26.42 million gallons of water from groundwater in the Merrimack River Basin, Methuen, Massachusetts.  Six bedrock wells will provide water for irrigation of a proposed 18 hole golf course.  The 225 acre site is located to the south and west of the Methuen-Haverhill border, with Hawkes Brook located along the south-western border of the property.  Emerald Pines requests approval to withdraw a total permitted amount of 26.42 million gallons per year through the year 2014.

The Massachusetts Natural Heritage Atlas, 11th edition, lists Priority Habitats of Rare Species and Estimated Habitats of Rare Wildlife and Certified Vernal Pools in the vicinity of the bedrock well withdrawal locations.
