The WRP will publish the Public Notice in The Environmental Monitor.

Public notice is hereby given of the Waterways application by NED LLC (d/b/a New England Development LLC) to construct and maintain approximately one million square feet of mixed-use development at Pier 4, 130-140 Northern Avenue in (South) Boston in and over the filled and flowed tidelands of Boston Harbor.  The proposed development consists of three buildings that include 215-250 residential units (approximately 327,500 s. f.), approximately 385,000 s. f. of office space, 20,000 s. f. of civic space; 200-250 hotel rooms (approximately 227,200 s. f.), approximately 35,000 s.f. of retail and other facilities of public accommodation, and below grade parking for approximately 1,200 vehicles. Also included is approximately 130,118 s. f. of open space consisting of an approximately 1 acre Waterfront Park at the end of the pier, a Waterfront Plaza at the cove, the Water Commons (including water taxi landing) and approximately 1,800 linear feet of Harborwalk, along with vehicular site drives, queuing areas, reconstructed seawalls and associated landscaping. A marina with associated dredging may be included in the project at a future date. The proposed project has been determined to be a nonwater-dependent use project. Pursuant to 310 CMR 9.14(4), the Applicant seeks a Consolidated Written Determination that allows for multiple licenses to be issued for different phases of the project. Pursuant to 9.15(1)(b), the Applicant seeks an extended term license of 99 years.

The Department of Environmental Protection, Waterways Regulation Program, will conduct a public hearing on the aforesaid project proposal and others on Thursday, April 7, 2005 at 3:00 p.m. in the Commonwealth Hearing Room on the Second Floor of the DEP Offices at One Winter Street, Boston. The Department will conduct this public hearing in order to receive information to be used in its decision on whether to grant a Waterways License pursuant to M.G.L. Chapter 91. 

The Department will consider all written comments on this Waterways application received by April 25, 2005 (Public Comments Deadline). Failure of any aggrieved person or group of ten citizens or more to submit written comments to the Waterways Regulation Program by the Public Comments Deadline will result in the waiver of any right to an adjudicatory hearing in accordance with 310 CMR 9.13(4)(c).
