NOTICE OF A REMEDY IMPLEMENTATION PLAN

A Modified Remedy Implementation Plan has been developed for the above site pursuant to the Massachusetts Contingency Plan. This disposal site was classified as Tier IB on September 8, 1994 and operates under a Waste Site Cleanup Permit Extension granted on December 4, 2002.

The Modified Remedy Implementation Plan proposes the following measures to respond to a release of oil and/or hazardous material at this disposal site:

Ÿ An extension of the existing NAPL recovery system that employs multiphase extraction technology to recover NAPL, contaminated groundwater, and soil vapor.  The extension is designed to capture NAPL in the area of the former molasses tank farm and adjacent areas.

Ÿ  Heavily impacted soils which exceed upper Concentration Limits will be treated by ex-situ bioremediation where feasible. Bioremediation will be conducted on site in designed biopiles with the addition of nutrients and aeration.

Ÿ Accessible portions of the site which are not located on Coastal Oil New England property and are centered on P Street (Area 11) will be treated by chemical oxidation. In some of these locations excavation of impacted soils will also occur. Remediation at privately owned properties is planned to be by injection of chemical oxidants into the subsurface.
