The Secretary of Environmental Affairs, Ellen Roy Herzfelder, formed the Office of Public Private Partnerships within the Executive Office of Environmental Affairs (EOEA). This new initiative will help ensure long-term preservation of the Commonwealth's open space legacy through the creation of public private partnerships with institutions, organizations, corporations and individuals interested in creating and sustaining a culture of shared responsibility in the stewardship of our parks.  
 

The mission of the Office of Public Private Partnerships is to build a participatory process about how we plan for, manage and maintain our public lands for maximum public benefit; to rebuild trust in the public realm, increase community involvement, honor our existing Friends groups, and create new ones; to engage institutions and corporations as long-term partners; to maximize revenue from existing sources and pursue new revenue sources; to expand programs for our youth, providing consistent programming that can ease the transition into the workforce.
 

The Office of Public Private Partnerships (OPPP) has developed DRAFT Partnership Guidelines to serve as “Guiding Principles for Public Private Partnerships.”  There will be three public meetings to discuss these DRAFT guidelines at which we will be soliciting public input.
