Chapter 91 as modified by  the MOU. 

The Department will consider all written comments on this Waterways application received by 30 May 2003 (Public Comments Deadline). Failure of any aggrieved person or group of ten citizens or more to submit written comments to the Waterways Regulation Program by the Public Comments Deadline will result in the waiver of any right to an adjudicatory hearing in accordance with 310 CMR 9.13(4)(c). Per the MOU, the standard for review of any appeal shall be limited to whether the proposed Project meets the criteria set forth in Section 4.5 of the MOU.
