NOTICE OF A REMEDIAL ACTION PLAN

A Remedial Action Plan (310 CMR 40.0861) has been developed for this site pursuant to the Massachusetts Contingency Plan (310 CMR 40.1406). This disposal site was classified as Tier IB on November 7, 1994 and granted a second Tier IB permit extension on March 13, 2002, which will expire on November 23, 2003.

The Remedial Action Plan proposes the following measures to respond to a release

of oil and/or hazardous material at this disposal site:

· Monitored Natural Attenuation:  Natural attenuation processes have been shown to reduce petroleum hydrocarbon concentrations in impacted groundwater and soil at the site.  The steady decline in dissolved-phase concentrations over time has been demonstrated, as is the occurrence of biodegradation, mainly due to iron reduction.  The success of this technology may be related, in part, to the operation of the SVE system at the Site, which is efficient at reducing the time required for this process to achieve a desired outcome.

· Soil Vapor Extraction (SVE) System upgrade:  The SVE system will utilize most of the existing SVE lines and wells, with expansion of the system to enhance air flow where soil impact appears to remain.  The implementation costs would include potential use of a larger blower and improved manifold system.  This option becomes more desirable when considering the MCP criteria to approach background prior to completing remedial efforts at disposal sites.

M.G.L. c. 21E and the Massachusetts Contingency Plan provide additional opportunities for public notice of and involvement in decisions regarding response actions at disposal sites: 1) The Chief Municipal Official and Board of Health of the community in which the site is located will be notified of major milestones and events, pursuant to 310 CMR 40.1403; and 2) Upon receipt of a petition from ten or more residents of the municipality in which the disposal site is located, or of a municipality potentially affected by a disposal site, a plan for involving the public in decisions regarding response actions at the site will be prepared and implemented, pursuant to 310 CMR 40.1405.
