Housatonic River Watershed

The Lane Construction Corporation in Lenoxdale has applied for a Water Management Act permit for its established riparian surface water withdrawal from the Housatonic River.  The Lane Construction Corporation does not currently have a water management act registration or permit for their withdrawal.  No physically new withdrawals or construction will be required in the implementation of this permit approval.  The Lane Construction Corporation listed one surface water source as its withdrawal point.  The Lane Construction Corporation is requesting withdrawal volumes of 231 million gallons per year (2002-2006), and 273 million gallons per year (2007-2012).  The entire withdrawal volume is to be used for gravel washing operations.  The permit would be valid through May 31, 2012.
