NOTICE OF REMEDIAL ACTION PLAN ADDENDUM

NORTH ADAMS FORMER MANUFACTURED GAS PLANT SITE

NORTH ADAMS, MASSACHUSETTS

A Remedial Action Plan Addendum (310 CMR 40.0861) has been developed for this site pursuant to the Massachusetts Contingency Plan (310 CMR 40.1406).  This disposal site was classified as Tier I on January 31, 2000 and granted a Waste Site Cleanup Permit on April 19, 2000.  A Tier IB Permit Extension was granted on April 16, 2002.

The Remedial Action Plan Addendum proposes the following measures to respond to a release of hazardous materials at this disposal site:

(
In situ thermal treatment (or excavation and off-site thermal treatment) of the material in the former 105,000 cubic foot gas holder (Hot Spot 1).

(
Maintenance of the previously installed Engineered Barrier for soils in the vicinity of the former tar separator and pump room (Hot Spot 2).

(
Enhanced Bioremediation for groundwater in the vicinity of the former tar separator and pump room, and Monitored Natural Attenuation for groundwater at the remainder of the site.

(
Activity and Use Limitation to prevent future residential use of the site, require maintenance of the Engineered Barrier in the vicinity of the former tar separator and pump room and the asphalt pavement in the utility pole storage area, and require excavation activities to be conducted in accordance with health and safety and soil management plans.

M.G.L. c. 21 E and the Massachusetts Contingency Plan provide additional opportunities for public notice of and involvement in decisions regarding response actions at disposal sites:  1) The Chief Municipal Official and Board of Health of the community in which the site is located will be notified of major milestones and events, pursuant to 310 CMR 40.1403; and 2) upon receipt of a petition from ten or more residents of the municipality in which the disposal site is located, or of a municipality potentially affected by a disposal site, a plan for involving the public in decisions regarding response actions at the site will be prepared and implemented, pursuant to 310 CMR 40.1405.
