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The Department of Environmental Protection, Western Regional Office, Drinking Water Program will accept written comments on the Water Management Act permit application recently filed for permitting water withdrawals in the Chicopee River Watershed under the Water Management Act (MGL c.21G).  Comments will be accepted until August 30, 2002.  A copy of the application is available for review from 9:00 AM - 5:00 PM, every Wednesday at DEP's Drinking Water Program, Western Region Office, 436 Dwight Street, Springfield, MA (413) 784-1100.

The Bondsville Fire and Water District in Bondsville has applied for a Water Management Act permit for public water supply withdrawal from the Chicopee River watershed.  The Bondsville Fire and Water District currently has a water management act registration for their average annual withdrawal of 0.36 million gallons per day.  No increased withdrawals are requested in the permit application.  The WMA permit would allow construction of a new groundwater source (Well #5) near Jabish Brook, a tributary to the Swift River in Belchertown.  Well #5 is currently in the permitting process for new source approval with the Department.  The WMA permit, if approved, would be valid through May 31, 2013.
