Maxx, LLC/Boston Golf Club, Hingham, Massachusetts, has applied for a Water Management Act Permit to withdraw up to 200,000 gallons of water per day (seasonal average) from four groundwater wells in the Boston Harbor -Weymouth/Weir River Basin, Hingham, Massachusetts. The wells will provide water for irrigation purposes to a proposed 18 hole golf course.  The four wells are located on the northwest corner of the property, north of Penniman Hill and west of Mullein Hill, off Cushing Street, Hingham, Massachusetts.  The site is adjacent to the Plymouth River.  Maxx, LLC requests approval to withdraw a total amount of 33 million gallons per year for the first two years of operation and 24.75 million gallons per year thereafter through the year 2010.
