The Bass Rocks Golf Club, Gloucester, Massachusetts, has applied for a Water Management Act Permit to withdraw up to 80,000 gallons of water per day (210 day seasonal average) from an irrigation system consisting of four bedrock groundwater wells together with two irrigation ponds in the North Coastal Basin, Gloucester, Massachusetts. The wells will provide water for irrigation purposes for a golf course.  The proposed Wells No. 1 and 4 are located north of Moorland Road, and Wells No. 2 and 3 are located west of Atlantic Road in Gloucester, Massachusetts.  The entire site is west of and proximate to the Atlantic Ocean.  The Bass Rocks Golf Club requests approval to withdraw a total amount of 16.8 million gallons per year through the year 2009.
