The Department of Environmental Protection will accept written comments on the Water Management Act application filed for permitting in the Buzzards Bay Watershed.  The permit requested will authorize water withdrawals through May 31, 2011, under the Water Management Act (WMA) (M.G.L. c. 21G).  Comments should be submitted by October 10, 2002, to the Department of Environmental Protection, Southeast Regional Office, 20 Riverside Drive, Lakeville, Massachusetts  02347, Attention:  Jack Hamm.

Bay Club of Mattapoisett, LLC has applied for a WMA permit to withdraw water for golf course irrigation.  The applicant has requested a permit for 0.257 million gallons per day (MGD) on an average daily basis over a 214-day season for the first three years of the permit.  The requested permitted rate would then decrease to 0.189 MGD for the remainder of the permit.  The higher initial rate is to establish the turf.

The course irrigation sources are two wells located on the site off Route 6, County Road, in Mattapoisett:  Irrigation Well #E-5 at Latitude 41 o 41’ 4.32” and Longitude 70 o 48’ 24.36”;  and Irrigation Well #E-3 at Latitude 41 o 41’ 23.21” and Longitude 70 o 48’ 11.51”.

The wells are not within areas listed as a Priority Habitat of Rare Species, or an Estimated Habitat of Rare Wildlife by the 2000-2001 Edition of the Massachusetts Natural Heritage Atlas (Marion Quad).
