Notice regarding Technical assistance from the New England District, U.S. Army Corps of Engineers under the following programs:

-Planning Assistance to States (section 22) and 

-Flood Plain Management Services 

Over the years, the New England District has provided valuable assistance to Massachusetts communities through these two programs.  Normally at this time of the year, a notice would be sent to each municipality and other eligible entities requesting the submission of new proposals for these programs.  However, the New England District has informed the Executive Office of Environmental Affairs (EOEA) that federal funding for these two programs has been reduced over the last several fiscal years to levels that limit the amount of work that is accomplished from year to year.  Consequently, a back-log of requests has developed that will result in some of the latest proposals not being initiated for at least two years.  Therefore, the Water Resources Commission and EOEA are not accepting proposals for new projects until further notice.   A list of accepted proposals not yet started, in order of priority, is shown below.  

Those projects which have been accepted by EOEA and have been passed on to the New England District will be started as budgets and Corps staff time permit.
