This Public Notice is provided to satisfy the requirements of the Massachusetts Contingency Plan (MCP) for Public Involvement under 310 CMR 40.1406. The subject disposal site was classified as Tier 1B and granted Waste Site Cleanup Permit No. W016340 by the Massachusetts Department of Environmental Protection on April 8, 2003.

This site is currently in Phase V under the MCP for Operations, Maintenance and Monitoring of a groundwater extraction and treatment system to address volatile organic compounds (VOCs) in groundwater and a soil vapor extraction system to address VOCs in soil and to protect indoor air quality. Attainment of groundwater cleanup goals using the existing extraction and treatment system is estimated to require tens of years.

After additional consideration, the owner has determined that a more aggressive approach to remediation of the contaminated groundwater is preferred over the current approach. Thus, a Supplemental Remedy Implementation Plan (RIP) has been developed for this site pursuant to the Massachusetts Contingency Plan  (310 CMR 40.0870). The Supplemental RIP describes the remedial alternative selected to replace the existing groundwater extraction and treatment system. The selected remedial alternative has been designed to provide a Permanent Solution and achieve a Class A Response Action Outcome (RAO) pursuant to 310 CMR 40.1036. In-situ chemical oxidation is the remedial alternative selected and it involves the injection of sodium permanganate into the subsurface to chemically destroy the VOCs.

M.G.L. c. 21E and the MCP provide additional opportunities for public involvement in decisions regarding response actions at disposal sites including: 1) the Chief Municipal Official and Board of Health of the community in which the site is located will be notified of major milestones, events, and submittals pursuant to 310 CMR 40.1403; and 2) upon receipt of a petition signed by ten or more residents of the municipality in which the disposal site is located, or of a municipality potentially affected by the disposal site, a plan for involving the public in decisions regarding response actions at the site will be prepared and implemented pursuant to 310 CMR 40.1405.
