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Town of Shrewsbury: Water Management Act Application 

Blackstone River Basin

The Town of Shrewsbury has applied for a Water Management Act (WMA) permit in the Blackstone River Basin.  The application requests the inclusion of a new satellite well to Shrewsbury’s Home Farm Well #1, the transfer of capacity from Sewell Well #5 and the Oak Street Well to the Home Farm Wells and the transfer of the permitted volume from the Shrewsbury Concord River Basin WMA Permit to the new Blackstone River Basin Permit.

The existing Blackstone WMA permit allows an average daily withdrawal of 3.65 million gallons a day (MGD) commencing March of 2004.  The existing Concord permit allows an average daily withdrawal of 0.31 MGD.  The combined withdrawal from the permits is 3.96     MGD.

The application has requested that the new Blackstone Permit provide an average daily withdrawal of 3.96 MGD through 2009, the expiration of the current permit.  The Blackstone River Basin sources have fully supplied the Town of Shrewsbury since 1995.  The elimination of the Concord Basin Permit and the transfer of the requested volume to the Blackstone Permit will result in no net increase in water withdrawal by the Shrewsbury public water system.
