The West Newbury Water Department has applied for a Water Management Act Permit to increase its permitted withdrawal volume by 0.144 million gallons per day (mgd) for public water supply.  The increased withdrawal volume is expected to come from a proposed new well.  The new well is located at the so-called Andreas site on Indian Hill Street.  The permit would expire in the year 2014.
