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An application for 401 Water Quality Certification is pending before the Department of Environmental Protection for an Open Marsh Water Management (OMWM) program.  The objective of OMWM is to control salt marsh mosquito populations while reducing insecticide use, enhancing the tidal food web and improving or restoring previously impacted salt marshes.  These objectives are achieved by mimicking natural salt marsh conditions through the creation of ponds and improvement of fish access to sites breeding mosquitoes.  The application has been submitted by Plymouth County Mosquito Control Project at PO Box 72, 142R Pembroke St., Kingston, MA 02364 and is for the salt marshes in Plymouth County.
