Public notice is hereby given of the Waterways application by Great Harbor Yacht Club to construct and maintain a yacht clubhouse, piers, ramps, and floats for the berthing of approximately forty (40) vessels, a travel lift pier, an accessway to the waterfront for marine related vehicles, a waterside public pedestrian accessway, open space, interior access drives, vehicular parking, and dredging at 96 Washington Street Extension in the municipality of Nantucket in and over Filled and Flowed Tidelands of Nantucket Harbor.  The proposed project has been determined to be water-dependent and accessory to water-dependent. The Applicant seeks an extended tem License, pursuant to 310 CMR 9.15(1)(b)1-5.

The Department of Environmental Protection, Waterways Regulation Program, will conduct a public hearing on the aforesaid project proposal on Thursday, December 14, 2006, at 1:00 p.m. in the Public Meeting Room of the Town of Nantucket’s 2 Fairgrounds Road Office facility. The Department will conduct this public hearing in order to receive information to be used in its decision on whether to grant a Waterways License pursuant to M.G.L. Chapter 91. 

The Department will consider all written comments on this Waterways application received by January 9, 2007 (Public Comments Deadline). Failure of any aggrieved person or group of ten citizens or more to submit written comments to the Waterways Regulation Program by the Public Comments Deadline will result in the waiver of any right to an adjudicatory hearing in accordance with 310 CMR 9.13(4)(c).
