
The land management agencies within EOEA have collaborated in the production of this document, which is intended to describe the physical, biological and sociological characteristics of this ecological region (“ecoregion”), and then develop broad goals, objectives and recommendations that will guide development of future land management plans for individual agency properties.  Ecoregions are increasingly used for landscape-level planning, and this document represents the first effort to apply this approach in Massachusetts.  This document is also being developed as part of the requirements of the review of the EOEA agencies for Forest Stewardship Council Green Certification for forest management of state environmental lands.
